2.  �E-Hitch Pin Inspection
1.	 The hitch pin is nominal 2.1" in 

diameter. the pin can have up to 3/16" 
of wear on it's diameter. Insert the 
gage as shown over the worn part 
of the pin to check the amount of 
wear. As long as you cannot insert the 
gage to the point that the pin hits the 
back of the slot the pin is still usable 
(Figure 2).

2.	 If any portion of the E-Hitch pin fits 
into the "Acceptable Wear" portion  
of the gage, but is closely bordering 
the "Out of Service" line, the pin 
should be considered "usable", but 
scheduled for replacement as soon as 
possible (Figure 3).  

NOTE:	 Check 360º around the pin and 
any areas that appear to be 
worn (Figure 4).

3.	 If any portion of the pin fits in the 
gage to the point that the pin contacts 
the rear of the slot, the pin has 
reached it's service life and MUST be 
replaced (Figure 5). Be sure to check 
the pin 360º around the diameter of 
the pin (Figure 4) usually most of the 
wear will be on the backside of the pin 
(Figure 6).

3.  �E-Hitch Lip Inspection
1.	 The front lip of the hitch body can 

wear due to heavy drawbar drag when 
use on ramps with steep inclines. The 
front lip is the thickest at the top to 
be used to check the thickest portion 
of the front lip. Place the gage as 
shown over the center of the front lip. 
(Figure 7).

2.	 If at any point on the center of the 
front lip you can insert the gage to the 
point that the back of the slot in the 
gage hits the front of the lip, the hitch 
MUST be replaced.  

Failure to replace an  
out-of-service hitch pin or 
hitch frame as instructed 
could cause component 
failure which, if not 
avoided, could result in 
death or serious injury.
