
PROCEDURE

1. Grind off head of rivet and discard rivet, latch
assembly, and pin and lanyard.

2. Apply Never-Seez® to entire shaft of the new
pivot bolt (not on thread).

PROCEDURE continued

3. Install the new latch assembly using the new
pivot bolt and nut. Tighten nut until it contacts
the cast latch and apply an additional 1/4 turn
to the nut. Visually verify that a full thread
protrudes beyond the nut. If it becomes
necessary to remove the lock nut, discard and
use the second nut provided in the kit.

DO NOT reinstall a removed lock
nut. Always install a new lock nut

when removing or replacing latch assembly. A
reinstalled nut may not retain properly and could
result in an unintended trailer separation.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
1. Before operating, inspect for proper operation, worn,

damaged or missing parts and secure mounting. 
Correct as required before use.

2. Make sure the pintle is in the proper coupling
position as shown (latch on top).

3. Open latch (A) by removing lock
pin (B) and lifting the lock
handle (C).

4. Position the drawbar eye over 
the horn of the pintle and lower
into place.

5. Push the latch (A) closed and
insert the lock pin (B) in the
hole provided in the latch.

6. If main lock does not engage 
when attempting to close latch, 
do not force it closed by striking. 
Check bottom of latch and top 
of horn and lock seating notch 
on pintle body that they are 
free of debris.
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
